To be eligible for 30 hours from September 2023,
both parts of the criteria below must be met:

e The child must be 3 or 4 years old before 31* August 2023; and
e Working parents must have applied and been issued with an eligibility
code with a start date before 31* August 2023

REMINDER - Parents who have already applied and are eligible for
30 hours are reminded that they MUST RE-CONFIRM ELIGIBILITY
EVERY 3 MONTHS, by logging into their Government Gateway account,
otherwise the code will expire and become ineligible.
